Rules: 

1. Open to any school in Charlotte, Collier, DeSoto, Glades, Hendry, and Lee counties. 
2. The exhibit shall include the school name and incorporate in some manner the theme of the Fair. The  
     theme for 2011 is “It’s Fair Time So Let The Good Times Roll”. 
3. Each booth will be a 10’ X 10’ area. 
4. Booth set-up will be on Wednesday and Thursday from 10:00 am to 7:00 pm prior to the Fair 
    opening. All exhibits must be ready for viewing by 8:00 am on Friday, February 25th, and remain in 
    place until 6:00 pm on Sunday, March 6th. All booths must be vacated by 8:00 pm on Sunday, March 6th. 
5. The deadline for submitting an entry form is January 14, 2011 . Every registration must include an  
    after 5 p.m. telephone number and contact person. All exhibitors who do not submit an entry form as  
    specified may be allowed to display their exhibits only if space is available, but they will not be eligible 
    for any award. 
6. Booths will be judged and scored on the following criteria:  25% Use of Fair Theme as related to 
    Education, 25% Originality, 25% Overall Appearance, and 25% Student-made Contributions. 
7. Neither students nor faculty members will be permitted in the Civic Center during the judging process 
    on Friday, February 25th.  Booths must be ready for judging when the building closes on Thursday, 
    February 24th. 
8. Eighty percent (80%) of the display must be done by the students.
